Dear Parishioners,

Every parish family has unique characteristics totlie way it worships, the ways its members relate to
each other, and many other ways. Sometimes these differences come from intentional actions, sometimes from
inattention, and sometimes from just a slow natural evolution of word and practice. Anyone that expects every
parish to be completely identical to other ones is not being realistic. Sometimes these differences are to be encour-
aged and other times not.

One difference that | have noticed about both of our parish families is that hardly anyone bows during the
recitation of the Creed. To give greater reverence to the mystery of the Incarnation, the Church asks us to bow our

heads while we say the words: Aby the power of the
man. 0O On two days of the year the Church asks wus to
say these words (Christmas and the Annunciation). I
guess is that the | ack of a head bow is just somet hi
to frydo and so said nothing about it (or maybe they

too, have other fish to fry, but since | have this weekly letter to you | thought | would mention it.

For the next several weeks | will exaggerate my bow during the Creed by making a bigger bow from the
waist. | will do this as a reminder that we all should be showing reverence during these words of the Creed and
hope that my exaggerated bow will prompt us to bow our heads at the appropriate time. | know changing anything
at Mass takes time because our words and actions are memorized and somewhat automatic. | do not expect a com-
plete, perfect change this coming week. | just hope that people will make a sincere effort and that in a few months
offering a head bow during the Creed will be a natural part of our worship.
